“ Romanian Voices: Women in Power, 

Women in Romanian Politics – Reaching Parity”

Bucharest, May 14th, 2009 

The Ithaka Foundation in partnership with the Robert Schuman Foundation are pleased to invite you to debate on the involvement of women in Romanian politics, in an event hosted by the Ithaka Foundation, on May 14th,  at “Clubul Taranului”, as part of the programme “Women in Europe-Reaching Parity”, of the European Commission.
Having gained experience in the field of equal opportunities, the Ithaka Foundation being one of the main organisers of the civil society, during “The European Equal Opportunity Year -2007”, when along with the European Parliament we have organised a series of conferences, TV shows and have published the book “Open doors for Women in Romanian Politcs” – we now aim, at bringing together high level, power women, from all strata of the Romanian Society. This year, particularly crucial, as it is the first year when youngsters born after 1990 will vote during the European Elections, represents not only a natural baromaeterm but an opportunity to witness changes in mentalities, and a first hands-on experience for the young to participate in the young United Europe. 

The presence of women on the Romanian political scene is yet lagging behind, comparing to other European countries, although the new generations bring along, the long desired change that allows Romanian women to embrace less tradional roles and become actively involved in  the social  and political life. 

Between 1990 and 2008, the rate of women’s participation in the governing structures of Romania (parliament, central administration, local administration) dropped dramatically to only 3 - 5%. The current parties also experience a low level of women’s participation, both in terms of membership and in the leadership positions (under 15%).

Nevertheless, some progress has been made - especially after 2000 when the prospect of EU accession appeared more tangible. Thus, the number of women in Parliament tripled as opposed to the 1992 elections (from 3% to 10%).

The conference is part of a series of events that will take place in five European countries: The Czech Republic, Greece, France, Romania and Spain, as part of the project “Women in Europe-Reaching Parity”, co-ordinated by the Robert Schuman Foundation.
